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This sampler is made up of a combination of 8" and 4” (finished) blocks laid out to form a traditional
Japanese arrangement. There are severat different block designs to choose from for each size that
you will mix and match fo create your own Japanese sampler. The design *fields’ are broken up into
five areas with the center being an 8" square for your focal point. The surrounding four areas will be
used to accommodate 8"blocks or 4" blocks. For the best resullts, limit each area to one repeated
block design. This paftern includes several different block designs selected for their ‘Asian feel but you
may substitute any ather traditional black design pravided it finishes at 8" or 4”. The finished sampler
measures 20°x 32" without borders. If you wish to make a larger quilt you may take the patterns to a
copy center such as Kinkos and have the individual block designs enlarged. Simply tell them how
large you wish the new designs to be and they will calculate the enlargement percentages.
Enlarging the designs to 6 and 12* blocks will vield a quilt 30x 48" (without borders). A combination
of 8" blocks and 16" blocks will make a quilt 40” x 64" (without borders). Whatever size you choose to
enlarge the blocks to, keep in mind that the smaller blocks must be precisely half the measurement
of the larger ones. For example, if you wish to have the larger blocks finish at 10" the smaller ones
must finish at 5”. See examples on page 2 for some layout ideas. The pattems provided can be
used to create templates from plastic or freezer paper to make your blocks, just remember to add
1/4" seam allowance around all edges. Some of the patterns may adapt to foundation piecing as
well.

‘A - Centerpiece

‘B’ - This area can be used for two 8” blocks or
B broken down into a field of eight 4” blocks. (4
blocks wide x 2 blocks high)

'C’ - This area will be made up of a strip of
C four 4" blocks,

‘D’ - This area will be made up of twelve 4"
blocks. (3 blocks wide x 4 blocks high)

'E’ - This area can be used for three 8” blocks
or broken down infa twelve 4" blacks. (2
blocks wide x 6 blocks high)

After completing your chosen blocks, you will

assemble them Into units for each area and
E sew them around your centerpiece using
partial seams.
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
